INVITATION TO MASS - CONCLUDING THE 33 DAYS OF FAMILY PRAYER:  As you may 
be aware, Bishop McKeown has been leading the diocese in 33 days of Family Prayer towards         
Consecration to Jesus Christ through Mary, as part of the diocesan programme for the Jubilee Year of 
2025, ‘Pilgrims of Hope’.  The 33 days concludes on Tuesday 11 February 2025, the Feast of Our Lady 
of Lourdes.  Each evening of the 33 days, Bishop McKeown and priests of the diocese have been 
broadcasting online a short reflection and prayers of the Rosary.
